SWVA Access and Group Permissions

Introduction

Word Press widget used: Page Security by Cortexture 

By default, all protected pages can be seen by Administrators and Editors – but if you don’t add any groups, they will be invisible to non-admin users.

Therefore all SWVA web site users, team contacts, officials etc need to be a Subscriber or a Contributor (not Authors, otherwise they can see the whole site media via the media library).

Anyone who needs edit the web site (i.e. all Exec members and anyone else performing duties for the SWVA etc) needs to be allocated Editors access. 

User Role

Subscriber

Can be allocated to groups to view member’s only pages

Cannot add post item, comments or edit web pages

Contributor

Can be allocated to groups to view member’s only pages

Can add text news post items, which are submitted for approval (by admin).

Can add comments (currently disabled)

Cannot edit web pages and does not have access to the media library.

Author

Can be allocated to groups to view member’s only pages

Has post, comments and media access and hence can by pass security

Editor

Can be allocated to groups to view member’s only pages

Has access to create and edit everything on the web site

Administrator

Can be allocated to groups to view member’s only pages

Has access to edit everything on the web site

SWVA Group Names & Description

The following access groups have been set up on the web site

SWVA Member
For anyone involved with the sport with the region. Everyone should be added to this group.

SWVA Exec Member

Committee members, anyone else performing duties for the SWVA, anyone who needs web side edit access.

Various club groups e.g. Torexe VC, to be used for access to club specific information. E.G. Player registration, match results and ukvolleyball.co.uk login details etc.
