CEV Equipment Requests
Clubs have been asked to send in applications via the web site, to apply for the available equipment. The closing date for this was the 20th Sep 2013, as advised in the email to all clubs at the beginning of September. Clubs have also been informed that an admin fee will be required to cover our costs (e.g. of £20 per net).

A total of eight applications were received by the closing date (see below). The equipment received by the SWVA (all equipment is currently being held by Denise).

16 Nets

33 Beach Balls 

The equipment is to be used for:

· From the CEV "The aim of the equipment is to enable further volleyball development to take place over the next few years.  

· From VE: "for 365 day access to the nets and balls to be used on other SWVA events or for clubs etc"

The total import & VAT bill is now known, £107 [a third of £125.85 (Nets) and £194.09 (Balls), Total £319.94]

A draft allocation was issues a couple of weeks ago, asking for feedback and suggestions on the best way to divide up the equipment. Denise has also tried one of the nets and has informed us that they are of the cheaper variety.

Wessex & Leaf have already received the vast majority of the CEV equipment available and hence we should not entertain request from these clubs for additional equipment.

I did initially suggest that we charged an admin fee of £20 per net to cover our share of the fee and P&P, in light of the additional requests received since the draft allocation and the suggestion that we should provide nets to people who wanted a beach net system (in order to encourage then to set up a permanent court). I would now like to suggest that we charge a flat rate of £30 per request to all parties. This would bring in £180, which should cover our fees.

I would be happy to collect the equipment from Denise that requires posting / distribution and to organise that.
