The grant was advertised throughout the region with a 9th Feb 2013 closing date, none received. The award has since been re-advertised on a first come first served.

3 Assessing the Grant

Request Received:

Petroc would like to host the young official course on our Barnstaple Campus. We would like to base the course around the u13's & u15's 4-aside schools championship, run by the local school games organisers based in local Devon schools. 

We would look to invite 4 students from the 9 secondary schools located in the SSP to ensure wide spread delivery and knowledge of Volleyball officiating across all of our community schools. The course would be held in Petroc College Sports Hall at the start of the autumn term. Volleyball is a strong sport and very well populated within the college and local communities and therefore seems a natural exit route for some of our players. 

The course will be for college foundation degree student who in which we offer a rounded education therefore potentially leading to a greater involvement in sport and teaching. As well as including school year's 9, 10 and 11's. 

Petroc college foundation degree students and year 11's of local schools would then referee at the North Devon and Devon u15's championships in November '13. School Year 9 and 10 would then referee North Devon and Devon u13's championships on March/ April '14. Many of these students are members of the volleyball community and therefore would be a natural link / exit route for these students, giving them great experience. We would also signpost these students to officiate at the South West Junior Grand Prix events. The academy of beach sport runs a bi annual VE referee course which we would then look to progress them towards more advanced qualifications in refereeing.

The grant will be used to fund part of the course, Petroc will supply the use of the sports hall and cost of hall time, and additional tutor fees any additional photo copying required beyond the requested grant.
